2021 GOLIAD COUNTY CALF SCRAMBLE
RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. A calf scramble will be held at the stock show during the Saturday performance of the rodeo at the Goliad County Fairgrounds.

2. A maximum of fourteen (14) participants and seven (7) calves will be released in the arena and a minimum of (7) participants with (4) calves released.
3. All participants must be active Goliad County 4-Hers, FFA members and/or Students of GISD.

4. Participants must be in grades 7th – 12th .
5. Those wishing to enter must submit an answer to the question of ….                                 WHAT DOES AGRICULTURE MEAN TO YOU?  (minimum 100 words) 
6. This form must be submitted to the Extension office/ County Agent or FFA Advisor, respectively, by 4:00 p.m. Friday, February 19, 2021.  Participants will be selected by Tuesday, February 23, 2021 by an impartial committee.

7. Once selected, Parents must sign a Medical Release and Indemnity Agreement for participant to be eligible.
8. A rope halter will be provided.  Participants must catch a calf, halter it correctly, and bring the calf to the center of the arena.

9. The halter cannot be used to rope or tie the calf.
10. If more than one contestant catches the same calf at the same time, those contestants will be ordered by the judges to release the calf.
11. The first contestant to catch a particular calf will be allowed first chance at haltering the calf.

12. Prize money of $200 will be awarded to those who catch a calf.

13. A THANK YOU must be written and turned into the Extension office before money will be issued.  Specific sponsor address will be emailed to all contestants who caught a calf.

2021 GOLIAD COUNTY PIG SCRAMBLE

RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. A pig scramble will be held at the stock show during the Friday performance of the rodeo at the Goliad County Fairgrounds.

2. All participants must be active Goliad County 4-H or Junior FFA members.  A maximum of twenty-four (24) youth will scramble for twelve (12) awards.

3. Participants must be in grades 3rd thru 6th .
4. Those wishing to enter must submit an essay (minimum 100 words) on why they want to be in the pig scramble.  Essays that do not meet this length requirement will be disqualified.
5. This essay must be submitted by the 4-H member to the Extension Office/County Agent or by the Junior FFA  member  to  the  Ag.  Science teacher by 4:00 p.m.   Friday, February 19, 2021.  Participants will be selected by Tuesday, February 23, 2021 by an impartial committee.

6. Parents must sign a Medical Release and Indemnity Agreement for participant to be eligible.
7. Participants must catch the greased pig and bring it across the finish line.

8. If more than one contestant catches the same pig at the same time, those contestants will be ordered by the judges to release the pig.

9. The first contestant to catch a particular pig will be allowed first chance at bringing the pig across the line.

10. Cash awards will be given to all that catch to buy a market steer, lamb, hog, commercial heifers, goat, turkeys, chickens or rabbits.  Awards in the pig scramble will be $100.  Money for project purchases will not be made available before June 15th.  A thank you must be turned into the Extension office – Sponsor address will be emailed to all participants that caught a pig. 
11. This animal must be raised by the contestant and brought to the 2021 Goliad County Fair and shown in the appropriate market class.

12. The exhibitor will raise his or her market project under the supervision of the County Agent or Agriculture Science Teacher.  Exhibitor must also enter his/her market animal through the organization in which the essay was entered.
