2021 GOLIAD COUNTY JUNIOR BULL BUCKING

1.
A junior bull bucking will be held at the stock show following the Friday night rodeo at the Goliad County Fairgrounds.

2. All participants must be active Goliad County 4-H or FFA members.  There will be a limit of 8 participants with top 2 receiving buckles.

3. Participants must be in middle school or high school due to the size of the calf (500 lbs.).

4. Those wishing to enter must submit an essay (minimum 200 words) on why they want to be in the calf bucking.  Essays that do not meet this length requirement will be disqualified.
5. This essay must be submitted by the 4-H member to the county agent or by the FFA member to the Ag. Science teacher by 4:00 p.m. Friday, February 19, 2021.  Participants will be selected by Tuesday, February 23, 2021, by an impartial committee.

6. Parents must sign a Medical Release and Indemnity Agreement for participant to be eligible.
7. The participant can receive 50 possible points scored by an official judge and the calf can receive 50 possible points scored by an official judge for a total of 100 points.  The rider with the most points will be declared the winner.

8. Prizes will be awarded to the 1st and 2nd place riders.
