*Livestock and Homemaking entries for the 2024 Goliad County Fair will be online. Registration must be completed by December 15th. Late charges will be assessed to those who miss the deadline. We will be notified when the site is up and running.

*Make sure you check the Fair Association rules for livestock and homemaking divisions concerning club and fair meeting attendance and eligibility.  The rules are online; it is your responsibility to read and follow them!
 
*GCFA meeting attendance requirements are you must attend 5/7 meetings to be eligible to show at Goliad County Fair. If you are unsure how many meetings you have attended please contact an Advisor.  
*2024 Goliad County Fair workdays are scheduled for 1/6, 1/20, 2/3, 2/10, 3/2, and 3/9.

*Rabbit Fryers need to be in possession of exhibitor and tattooed at Validation in February at the Fair barn from 8:00 am – 10:00 am. Anyone who plans to exhibit rabbits at the fair needs to contact their breeders ASAP to make arrangements to obtain them.  (check this info)

AET Record Books: Members are responsible for completing a record book to submit at the conclusion of the show year. Please keep this in mind as several SAE projects have begun and keep all record books up to date.

Participation Fee: The $20 participation fee must be turned in before any student may participate in an event or contest.

National FFA Scholarship: This is a $20,000 scholarship that is open to all graduating FFA members who are actively involved in FFA. It is due to Ms. Longino by December 22nd.
